The production of the bio-based plastic (PLA) is climate-neutral.
The material consists of renewable raw materials such as corn,
wheat or sugar cane. For their growth the plants need carbon
dioxide, which they take from the air. Therefore, the produc-
tion of bioplastics removes CO, from the atmosphere - just as
much as is later released when they are burnt or decompose.
The so-called bioplastics are therefore considered an environ-

mentally friendly alternative to conventional plastics.

Our handmade Blue Pottery soap dishes come from a manufac-
tory in Jaipur, India. The founder fell in love with traditional Blue
Pottery - a special pottery art. She realised that the needy rural
population could be given a chance to earn a living - without
having to leave their homes in the countryside.

potters from four different villages.

Due to its chemical resistance, borosilicate glass
is ideally suited for use in combination with food. The
glass does not contain any chemicals or substances
that are hazardous to health, is also neutral in taste

and does not take on any discolouration.
